ATTACHMENT #1 – DEFINITIONS

The following definitions are applicable to this RFB.
Unless otherwise specified in this RFB, capitalized words and phrases have the meaning set out in the Form of Agreement (Attachment #2) to this RFB.
“Accessibility” means a general term which is used to describe the degree of ease that something (e.g., device, service, and environment) can be used and enjoyed by persons with a disability. The term implies conscious planning, design and/or effort to ensure it is barrier-free to persons with a disability, and by extension, usable and practical for the general population as well.
“Agency” means the Temagami Forest Management Corporation.
“Annual Report” or “AR” means the report prepared for each one-year period (i.e. April 1 to March 31) of the FMP and will be submitted by the following November 15. 
“Annual Work Schedule” or “AWS means a document mainly in the form of tables and maps which identifies the type and extent of forest operations to be carried out during one year, consistent with the FMP.  
“Bid” means all documentation submitted by a Bidder in response to the RFB or in respect of the RFB.
“Bidder” means the legal entity that submits a Bid in response to this RFB.
“Certified Forest Operations Compliance Inspector” means an individual who has successfully completed the Forest Operations Compliance Inspector Certification Program and holds this status in good standing. 
“CFSA” means the Crown Forest Sustainability Act S.O. 1994, c.25, as amended.
“Commercial Envelope” means Section 3 of the RFB, as set out on the Ontario Tenders Portal eTendering System.
“Commercial Response” means all quoted pricing for the Deliverables as found in the Bidder’s response to the Commercial Envelope and any related attachments.
“Deliverable(s)” means all goods and/or services and work to be provided or performed by the Bidder, pursuant to the Agreement entered into, if any, pursuant to this RFB and includes everything that is necessary to be supplied, done or delivered by the Bidder.
“FIM” or “Forest Information Manual” means the Forest Information Manual prepared under Section 68 of the CFSA and approved by the regulations thereunder, including amendments to the FIM approved by the regulations; it sets out the requirements for the provision of forest  resources inventories, maps, geospatial data layers, forest operations inspections, forest values, base data, reports and other information required for the purpose of forest management planning and ensuring compliance with the CFSA and its regulations.
“FMP” or “Forest Management Plan” means a document of that name prepared in accordance with the CFSA, for a Forest Management Unit in accordance with the Forest Management Planning Manual. A Forest Management Plan sets out the Forest Operations that may occur on a Forest Management Unit by a holder of a forest resource licence while having regard for plant life, animal life, water, soil, air and social and economic values, including recreational values and heritage values; 
“Forest Operations Compliance Inspector Certification Program” means the self-directed series of 7 online training modules in combination with successful completion of the three-day certification session, including the two days of field work and one day of field exams; 
[bookmark: _Hlk84257452]“Indigenous Business” means a business that is at least 51% controlled by an Indigenous Person(s); 
“Indigenous Community” means a group of Indigenous Persons;
“Indigenous Initiatives” means an initiative by the Vendor to deliver and implement certain economic opportunities, including opportunities to provide elements for Indigenous Communities and which may include hiring and training Indigenous Persons, equipment rental from Indigenous Persons or Indigenous Suppliers, accommodation rental from Indigenous Persons or Indigenous Suppliers, training and apprenticeship programs, or any other innovative opportunities for the economic development and benefit of Indigenous Persons;
“Indigenous Person” means an individual of First Nations, Métis or Inuit descent;

"Lands Set Aside” has the meaning set out in Section 1.2.1 of Attachment #3 - The Deliverables;
[bookmark: _Hlk25919655]“Local Indigenous Communities” means the local First Nation and Métis Communities that are within a certain geographical distance to TF boundary who are to be invited for participation. These communities include: Temagami First Nation, Teme-Augama Anishnabai, Matachewan First Nation, Timiskaming First Nation, Métis Nation of Ontario (“MNO”) Timiskaming, MNO Mattawa, MNO Timmins, MNO Chapleau and MNO Northern Lights. 
"Preferred Bidder" means the Bidder (or Bidders in the case of a multiple vendor opportunity) who has the highest cumulative score at the conclusion of the evaluation process set out in the Qualification Envelope.
“Qualification Envelope” means Section 1 of the RFB as set out by TFMC.
“Qualification Response” means the Bidder’s response to the Qualification Envelope, any related attachments and includes the Form of Offer. 
“Registered Professional Forester (R.P.F.)” means a person licensed to practise professional forestry in Ontario, under The Professional Foresters Association Act, 2000 and is in good standing with the Ontario Professional Foresters Association (OPFA).
“RFB Closing Date and Time” means the Bid submission date and time as set out in the RFB and as may be amended from time to time in accordance with the terms of the RFB.
“RFB Contact” means the person listed in Section 1.1 – Procurement Details.
 “Technical Envelope” means Section 2 of the RFB as set out by TFMC.
“Technical Response” means the Bidder’s response to the Technical Envelope and any related attachments. 
“Technical Specifications” means the documents listed in Attachment #5 to the RFB which set out legal obligations concerning the sustainable forestry licensee and the Ministry of Natural Resources. These documents include: 2017 Forest Information Manual, 2024 Forest Management Planning Manual, 2017 Forest Operations Silviculture Manual, 2017 Annual Report Technical Specifications, 2017 Forest Management Planning Technical Specifications, 2017 Forest Resources Inventory Technical Specifications, 2017 Base and Values Technical Specifications. 
“Trend Analysis Report” means the short summary report that is provided prior to an independent forest audit to both public and technical audiences.
“TF” means the Temagami Forest 
“Total Evaluation Price” means the dollar amount calculated in accordance with Section 3.2 Pricing Form    
“Vendor” means the entity that has entered into the Agreement with the TFMC to provide the Deliverables.
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
